The estate is cut off from
the rest of Tolworth on four
sides, making it virtually an
island, For many young
mothers and old people liv-
ing there travelling to a doc-
tor off the estate caused pro-
blems.

It was feared that there
were not enough potential
patients to make a new prac-
tice auracuve enough to an
incoming doctor,

Now as well as a practice
set up six months ago in the
old Tolworth library in War-
ren Drive South a new one
will be built at 57
Knollmead.
